The American Petroleum Institute respectfully requests an extension of the 60-day public comment period, which is currently scheduled to close February 3, 2004, for the December 5, 2003, “Proposed Rule”  (68 Fed. Reg. 68204) to revise the “General Guidelines for the Voluntary Reporting of Greenhouse Gases” (GHGs) issued in 1994 by the Department of Energy (DOE) under section 1605(b) of the Energy Policy Act of 1992.

In the middle of this 60-day public comment period there are three national holidays, plus the DOE-scheduled January 12, 2004 public workshop.  In order to have the full 60 days, we request an extension until March 1 for our initial comments on the Guidelines, and also reserve the right to comment on both the General Guidelines and the Technical Guidelines simultaneously once the Technical Guidelines become available.  This will allow us to adjust and expand our initial comments before DOE finalizes both the General Guidelines and the Technical Guidelines.
