In regards to the new emission guidelines, I ask that reporting standards be strengthened in order so that the public is aware of the level of greenhouse gasses in the air. Please consider:

* That a voluntary reporting program may not provide citizens with accurate information about the health of our air; 

* Allowing participants to determine which greenhouse gasses to report may encourage reporting only the emissions which the company is successfully controlling, and encourage not reporting emission levels which are dangerously high; 

* Indirect emission reductions should be recorded to encourage companies to report all emissions;

* ALL polluting entities should be required to report greenhouse emissions and the status of emission reduction programs; and,

* Tax incentives awarded to companies who reduce pollutants Significantly.

* Independent verification of emissions reporting should be required, not just "supported" and greenhouse gas rates should be required in the reports, not "encouraged."

* Reporting reductions in quantified emissions doesn't benefit the public; 100% of an entities’ total emissions should be reported. 

It is imperative to ensure that pollutants are minimized, regulated and

Examined carefully and thoroughly. Health problems run rampant where pollution is heavy; I hope the Department of Energy will assert its authority and actually work to clean our air.
